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The James Bryant Conant Post-Doctoral Fellows
were supported by the Program for the Study of
Germany and Europe, funded by the Federal
Republic of Germany, from 1990-2000. From 2000-
2005, the annual fellowships continued with
support from the Minda de Gunzburg Center for
European Studies.

The achievements of this younger generation is a
vivid expression of the foresight of the German
government in creating the Centers of Excellence,
first in North America and now throughout the
world.

Daphne Berdahl was Associate Professor of Anthropology and Global Studies
at the University of Minnesota. She is author of Where the World Ended:
Re-Unification and Identity in the German Borderland (California, 1999) and
co-editor of Altering States: Ethnographies of Transition in East Central
Europe and the Former Soviet Union (Michigan, 2000). At the time of her
death, she was completing her second book on the politics of memory in the
former GDR, entitled On The Social Life of Socialism: Memory, Nostalgia,
Things. In addition, she was working on a project focusing on the
relationship between mass consumption, globalization, and changing
understandings, visions, meanings and practices of citizenship in post-Wall
Germany.
